A surge of interest was caused by the presentation of
Bernard Casey, an independent consultant and former head of the
American Chamber of Commerce in the Ukraine. Casey's
speech was titled "relations between the United States and
Russia: moving from geopolitical tension towards convergence".
The political analyst spoke of the role the United States played in
stirring up the multi-colored revolutions throughout the
perimeter of Russia, and in fact, the same two countries should
move from confrontation to dialogue.

At the end of the working part of the forum, participants
heard the analytical work of Professor Robert English, Director
of the Department of international relations at the University of
Southern California. Professor English told the attendees about
his vision of the erroneous policy of demonization in Russian-
American relations.

N. Sabelnik thanked all of the CRA Board of Directors,
speakers, exhibitors, guests, volunteers, and especially her
daughter, CRA director, Victoria Sabelnik, who not only
contributed a huge amount of work towards the preparation of
the forum, but also led the organization and order during the
forum.

Congress of Russian Americans anniversary concluded
with guests attending a gala banquet in the auditorium of the
Russian Center and a two-hour concert. Guests were entertained
with live music and classical guitar. Alexandra (Sasha) Sabelnik
led the cultural part of the program. Guests heard a monologue
about the Russian friendship from N.V.Gogol's "Taras Bulba"
performed by Pavel Priemyshev, winner of the national
competition "Live Classics". Guests saw the Russian Boyar
dance, from the «Russian Collections" by Julia Zharova and
Vladimir Riazantsev. Russian folk and ballroom dances were
performed by students of the "Rossinca" Heritage School. Also,
the Russian Center dancers led by Olga Prokoshin, performed
Russian folk dances. The concert was concluded by duet by the
world famous Russian singer Nikolai Massenkoff and bayanist,
Honor Artist of Russia Vladimir Riazantsev.

In the 1980°s, representatives of the Congress of Russian
Americans met with United States President Ronald Reagan, to
voice the view of Russian immigrants with a view for improved
relations with the Soviet Union. Today, after four and a half
decades after its founding, the Congress of Russian Americans
remains a credible and influential organization. The Congress is
the voice of the Russian community and a reliable mechanism
for communication between compatriots.

PRESERVATION OF SPIRITUAL HERITAGE:
St. Ioann of Shanghai & San Francisco

Within the framework of the forum on Friday,
September 7, a ceremony was held for the unveiling and blessing
of a monument to St.Ioann of Shanghai and San Francisco in the
Church of St. Tikhon of Zadonsk in San Francisco. In honor of
the 45 anniversary of the Congress of Russian Americans,
Ruslan Bayramov, President of The International Charitable
Foundation "Dialogue of Cultures-One World" and founder of
the largest Russian Ethnographic Museum Park "Etnomir",
located in the Kaluga region, presented CRA President, Natalie
Sabelnik, with a bronze statue of St.Ioann, who in turn gifted the
statue to the Orthodox Church, St. Tikhon of Zadonsk Western
diocese (ROCOR) in San Francisco. The monument to the
miracleworker, St. Ioann of Shanghai and San Francisco was
erected in the courtyard of the orphanage and the Church of Saint
Tikhon of Zadonsk - a historically important place which is
directly connected with the life of the prelate. This church was
the location of St.Joann's office-monastic cell, his official
residence and the orphanage he founded back in Shanghai.
After the consecration of the monument, guests were invited to a
small reception.

St. Seraphim of Sarov: )

On Sunday, June 3, 2018, a statue of St. Seraphim of
Sarov was unveiled and blessed at the Novo-Diveevo Convent in
Nanuet, New York by the Russian Orthodox Church (all 3
jurisdictions participated). During the ceremony, heads of the
Orthodox church, Hierarch, Metropolitan Hilarion of the Russian
Orthodox Church Abroad, Bishop Iloann of the Patriarchal
church and the head of the Orthodox Church of America,
Metropolitan Tichon officiated. The Russian Consul General of
New York, Sergey Ovsyannikov, numerous diplomats, Russian
Orthodox community leaders and members also participated in
the liturgy, the unveiling and blessing of the statue and the
ceremony that day. Congress of Russian Americans President,
Natalie Sabelnik, Director Elena Branson (who is also President
of Russian Center NY and one of the organizers of the event), as
well as CRA Lon% Island Cha%pter members also participated in
the ceremony and Tfestivities of the day, and the special reception
at the Russian Consulate that evening. .

The statue of St.Seraﬁhlm of Sarov by Russian
sculpture, Alexey Leonov from the Kalujskaya oblast’, is a gift
from Russia from the Foundation ‘“Dialogue of Cultures —
United World”, and was brought to the US™ by “the Northern
Cross” and “Russian Center New York”, organizers of the event.
The statue was erected across from the convent’s church of
St.Seraphim of Sarov. Amon(% the icons in the church is one of
Our Lady of Vladimir from Optinoy monastery, the cross from
the Ipatiev House from Ekaterinburg, as well as two icons of
Christ the Savior, which belon%ed to Tsar Nicholas II and were
with the Tsar’s family in Tobolsk, Ekaterinburg. Novo-Diveevo
cemetery is the largest Russian Orthodox cemetery in the United
States, with around 8,000 graves of Russian Orthodox, includin,
members of the Romanov family — niece of Nicholas II, Gran
Duchess  Vera Konstantinovna and Grand Duke George
Konstantingvich.  Also, amonﬁ( those buried there are the
families of the Galitzines, Volkonski, Trubetskoy, Gagarin,
Sheremetiev, the daughter of Lev Tolstoy, Alexandra Lvovna
Tolstoy, the wife and family of Baron Wrangel, various poets,
writers, scientists, authors and numerous participants of the
White Russian movement.

US-RUSSIA RELATIONS — Washington DC Representation
